Eligibility requirements
 
Please read these eligibility requirements carefully before you select your students. Students must:
1. Be enrolled full-time at a post-secondary institution in an eligible country and at the time of application and for the full duration of the exchange.
1. Be enrolled in an academic program that matches programs that are offered at Centennial College (English Language Learning programs do not qualify for exchange)
1. Return to the home institution after the exchange semester to continue their studies back home.
1. Be proficient in English before they arrive in Canada.
1. Not hold any other scholarship granted by the Government of Canada or have participated in an exchange program funded by the Government of Canada in the past.
1. Be enrolled in full-time studies during their stay in Canada.
1. Must choose a field of study or research that is aligned with, and contribute to, the implementation of the 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development.
 

Application documents

1. Proof of citizenship: a copy of the student's passport with valid dates.
 
1. Proof of full-time enrolment (maximum one page):
6. Must be written in English by the home institution.
6. Must be on official letterhead.
6. Must be dated within the last six months.
6. Confirm that the student is currently enrolled in a full-time program and will continue to be enrolled upon their return.
6. Must provide the expected completion date of the degree. 
 
1. Letter of intent from the student (maximum one page):
6. Must be written in English by the student.
6. Must explain how undertaking the study/research in Canada will empower them to apply the learning to address the 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development
6. Must explain how they intend to use this learning to help combat poverty and narrow the development gap in the ASEAN region in their future career.
6. Candidates must identify the Sustainable Development Goal to which their proposed study or research in Canada would contribute.

1. Letter of support from the home institution (maximum one page):
6. Must be written in English by the student's instructor, professor, or international director.
6. Must be on the institution's official letterhead.
6. Explains the nature of study and how the student and the home institution will benefit from this scholarship program.
6. Must include the institution’s assessment of the candidate’s commitment and capacity to use the program of study or research in Canada to help combat poverty and narrow the development gap in the ASEAN region.

1. Privacy Notice Statement: a copy of the Privacy Notice Statement for non-Canadian participants signed by the student.

1. English proficiency test: All exchange students are required to meet Centennial’s English requirements. Please attach proof of their English scores.

1. Transcript: Please attach a copy of the student's transcript for Centennial's purposes. 

1. SEED Plan of Study: Please fill in the attached form for Centennial's purposes.
